History of St. Joseph Parish 
 

The humble beginnings of St. Joseph Parish date back to 1915 where Masses were celebrated in an art studio on 
Comly Road. On Sunday, February 6, 1921, Father Marcellus Colomer, O.F.M., from a Parish in Pompton 
Lakes, celebrated Mass in the Firemen’s Hall in Lincoln Park, with forty-two people in attendance. This number 
increased as time progressed.  
 
On March 19, 1922, Mr. William Curtis of New York City donated one acre of the present grounds upon which 
the church is located. Later, his son, William Curtis donated another acre of land. Since this occurred on the 
Feast of St. Joseph, the Patron of the Universal Church, the Lincoln Park congregation have always had a special 
devotion to him, and chose him as the Saint of the Parish Church. 
 
On July 26, 1922, ground was broken for the new building at three o’clock on that Sunday afternoon. The 
cornerstone was placed and blessed by Reverend Father Pius Manz, O.F.M., Guaradian of St. Anthony’s 
Monastery in Butler. On Sunday, July 15, 1923, the church was blessed and solemnly dedicated by the Reverend 
Monsignor Edward Quirk, Pastor of St. John’s Church in Paterson, the Delegate of the Bishop of Newark. 
 
Recognizing the population growth of the area, Pope Pius XI created the Diocese of Paterson in 1937. The Pope 
appointed Bishop Thomas Henry McLaughlin to head the new Diocese. Bishop McLaughlin determined that the 
Lincoln Park community was in need of a resident Pastor, and in 1945 he advanced the mission to parish status 
and entrusted it to the diocesan clergy, naming Father John Hewetson as the first Pastor. Father Hewetson not 
only built up St. Joseph Parish, but also led to the launch of a Mission in Pequannock, which later became Holy 
Spirit Parish in 1949. 
  
Father Francis Warlikowski succeeded Father Hewetson, and our parish flourished as Lincoln Park’s population 
grew from 2,086 (1940) to 6,084 (1960). Sisters of the Holy Family joined our team to staff St. Joseph School, 
which opened in 1952. In 1957, St. Joseph Church was enlarged to accommodate our growing membership.     
 
In 1962, Father William King became Pastor and served in this capacity for the next 23 years. In addition to 
integrating the changes and reforms of the Second Vatican Council, Father King faced his greatest challenge when 
he restored both the parish and community after the devastating flood of 1984.   
 
Bishop Frank Rodimer appointed Father Dennis Hogan as Pastor in October 1985. At that time, we returned to 
our Franciscan roots when the Franciscan Sisters joined Father Hogan to serve the parish. Insufficient funds and 
low enrollment resulted in the closing of St. Joseph School in 1989; however, our religious education program 
thrived.   
 
Father Hogan served as pastor for 19 years until his death in June of 2004. Effective November 1, 2004, Father 
Philip LeBeau succeeded Father Hogan as pastor.  Father LeBeau served as pastor for the next 10 years until his 
death in August of 2014. 
 
Father Thomas Mangieri was our Parish Administrator beginning in February 2014, and was named Pastor in 
June, 2016. Father Mangieri served as pastor for 3 years until his retirement in June 2019. 
 
Father Dominik Bakowski came to serve St. Joseph Parish in June 2019 as an administrator. Bishop Arthur 
Serratelli appointed Father Bakowski as Pastor in September 2019.
